During this year, we 

desire to bring a real focus to the youth of America as we work to train and 

equip them with the principles of the Word of God. I believe that this year is 

very important in the life of the church. What is it that God is trying to do in our 

church and in our nation and will we adapt to what He wants to do? I am very      

excited to go where God calls me to go and say what he asks me to say.  I believe 

that this will be the greatest year of ministry that we have experienced yet.
